We were involved in several Healing Waters 
activities, including fishing on the 
Lackawaxen River and the Delaware and 
attending their meetings in Milford. 
We coordinated a Stream Keepers program 
with Pike and Wayne County Conservation 
District on the West Branch of the 
Wallenpaupack Creek in the town of 
Newfoundland. The day included a 
macroinvertebrate study, assessing the 
health of the creek, and Riparian Buffer. We 
provided waders, lunch, fly tying, fly 
casting, and casting rods with closed faced 
reels (We all remember Zebco rods when 
we were young.) We had eleven youth, ages 
11 to 15, and 9 parents attend. The boys 
and girls all had a great day exploring the 
water trying their hands at fly casting, 
and watching fly-tying demonstrations. 
Each participant was given a popper fly 
which they happily put on their hats. 
In November we are planning a road clean-
up along the Tow Path from route 590 to 
Kimble’s Bridge 
We are planning to have guest speakers in 
early 2025.
